EVENT RULES

1. The Organisers decision is final.
2. Neither the Organising Committee of any horse driving trials or Association, nor any landowner, nor any agent, employee or    representative to which these rules apply nor the British Horse Driving Trials Association, nor any landowner, nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies, save for the death or personal injury caused by negligence of the organisers or any one for whom they are in law responsible, accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to animals, owners, drivers, grooms, whether caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any other way whatsoever.
3. All horseboxes, trailers and caravans must carry a fire  extinguisher, minimum size 1 kg.
4. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times from arrival.
5. With the sole exception of grooms accompanying junior Drivers, whips and grooms are to negotiate the course and obstacles only   once as part of the competition.  HC entries may be permitted but only after the competitive round has been completed.
6. Health and Safety: the Organisers of this event have taken precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present.  For these measures to be effective everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers, officials and stewards.
